Huntly’s New Single Point of Access
Drug & Alcohol Third Sector Partnership Service Providers

A new single point of access service is provided by a third sector partnership comprising of Drugs Action, CAIR Scotland, Turning Point and Aberdeen Foyer.

These organisations all deliver services at different stages of recovery and the aim of the project is to try and extend their reach in the community. The single point of access will provide people with one place where they can go for information, advice, and support either for themselves or for someone in their family.

It is now open at Largue’s Pharmacy, Gordon Street, Huntly.  The drop-in service, delivered by Drugs Action, offer’s specialist testing, Naloxone Training, and a needle exchange. /

In addition to the new Single Points of Access there are services available throughout Aberdeenshire to help people who are stable in their recovery but require further support to help them move on.  
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CAIR Scotland operate the Aberdeenshire Community Recovery Service whose interventions focus on supporting people to recover in their communities and decrease reliance on specialist substance use services, providing a positive exit from the Substance Use Service.  Interventions at this stage support people to grow and sustain their recovery through social skills development, personal awareness, Wellness & Recovery Action Planning and gaining new skills and experiences that can support moving on.  This stage is community based, helping people to engage or re-engage with social and leisure activities, mutual aid and family support. Also 1:1 work is offered on a person-centred approach tailored to meet the individual’s needs

Aberdeen Foyer offer support for individuals/families recovering from addiction, as well as improving employability and supporting people into education, training, and employment.  This is done on a 1:1 basis offering support tailored to meet the individual needs.  They will help with a variety of issues that are barriers to moving on including housing, debt etc. Whilst they will not deliver all of this they have close links to support organisations and will ensure individuals have the confidence to attend, taking them to the first appointment if necessary.  Appropriate referrals would be people who would like to work, do training or further education, although this may be quite a long term goal. They also provide the new REACH programme within the Shire.
